
ALUMINUM CANS 
Acceptable items include all aluminum beverage cans and non-magnetic pet food cans. 

Special Note: Aluminum Cans may be placed in a separate bag for  the Champaign County Shriners and 
placed in the van at the collection site or dropped off at any Shriner’s aluminum collection location. 

GLASS - BOTTLES & JARS 
Acceptable items include clear, green and brown glass food or beverage containers. 

Not Acceptable glass items include: windows, mirrors, ceramics, dishes, china, light bulbs. 

PLASTIC - BOTTLES & JUGS - #1 & #2 ONLY 
Acceptable items include plastic bottle/jugs that contained beverages, 

laundry products, shampoos, household cleaning products and medicines. 
Not Acceptable containers include: automotive products containers, chemicals/pesticides containers, 

tubs, bowls, buckets, bags, flower pots, microwave or fast food trays, clam shell containers, 
foam containers, toys, pancake syrup bottles, cooking oil containers. 

STEEL FOOD CANS 
Acceptable items include steel food cans such as soup and vegetable cans. 

Not Acceptable include paint cans, aerosol/spray containers, toys, hangers, pots/pans, appliances. 

Champaign County Recycling Collection Site 
Open Everyday Dawn to Dusk 

LOCATION: 2380 South US Hwy 68, Urbana 
Enter at Wellington Care Center Entrance, 

Continue around the drive past the Wellington’s parking lot to the recycling collection site. 
Please Note: The collection site may be inaccessible at times due to inclement weather . 

NOTE:  The collection site is monitored by video cameras. Any one leaving Unacceptable Items,  
Hazardous Waste or Trash may be Prosecuted.  Also—This Recycling Drop Off Site is for 

RESIDENTIAL RECYCLING ONLY—NOT for Commercial or Industrial Businesses.

NEWSPAPER, MAGAZINES, PHONEBOOKS, 
COPIER/OFFICE PAPER, JUNK MAIL & PAPERBOARD 

Best way to bring paper is in a brown paper grocery bag which can also be recycled or loose in a box 
or containers hat can be emptied into the recycling bin.  

Special Note: All plastic must be removed from newspapers, magazines and phonebooks. 
Not Acceptable: Food or drink packaging from Freezer/Refrigerator Foods & Corrugated Cardboard. 

Best Way to bring the Plastic Bottles/Jugs, Glass Bottles/Jars & Steel Food Cans 
is loose in a box, bag or other container that can be easily emptied into the recycling bin. 

Please take all empty bags and boxes home with you. 
NO BAGS ARE ALLOWED IN RECYCLING BIN. 

NO plastic bags or corrugated cardboard boxes may be left at the drop off site. 
PLEASE NOTE: All lids must be removed and containers emptied and rinsed of all food residue.
